
7.9 Cubic Metres is an artist-project exploring the notion of the gallery that will operate as an independent open-submis-
sion micro-gallery within the Stanley Picker Gallery.

7.9 Cubic Metres is a free-standing structure of internal dimensions 1.8m square and 2.4m high.

7.9 Cubic Metres will be developed through the curation and hosting of 12 exhibitions that will lead to 7.9 Cubic Metres 
becoming a fully-formed artwork, in and of itself, at the end of a fixed 12 month period.

7.9 Cubic Metres will operate under the following 4 principle rules:

1: The curator will establish the curatorial agenda for the space.

2: 7.9 Cubic Metres will host one exhibition per month for 12 consecutive months.

3: The exhibition programme will operate on a strictly open-submission basis, the administration of which will be archived 
alongside the structure.

4: The free-standing structure will be returned intact to the artist at the end of the 12 month period.

Required:

• A curator with a broad knowledge of contemporary and critical-art practice who can define and respond creatively to the 
specific requirements of the project.

• The curator will establish and implement the curatorial agenda for the space; to include the production of critical contex-
tual text for each exhibition, the call for submissions and all promotional work.

• The curator will spend a minimum of 2 days per month on the programming and promotion of 7.9 Cubic Metres. 

• The curator will liaise with the Director of the Stanley Picker Gallery once a month for the duration of the project.

IMPORTANT:

7.9 Cubic Metres is an artist-led project supported by the Stanley Picker Gallery. 

The position of Curator of 7.9 Cubic Metres is offered on a voluntary internship basis. 

There is some limited funding available towards the direct costs of programming the space, and some administrative 
assistance will be available.
